It may take a few rides to work out your desired
dampening depending on your style or conditions
you ride in. Start your first ride with dials set in the
middle, if you want more or less damping adjust
the dial is the direction you need a few clicks at a time.

PLEASE NOTE:
Once dial has stopped clicking/turning, the damper
has reached the end of adjustment range. Please do
not attempt to turn the dial any more, doing this
will damage the Damper.
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20 clicks of adjustment on main dial;
Soft - Anti-clockwise
Hard - Clockwise



HOW TO INSTALL:

Start with putting the bike on a secure stand and getting some containers to place the small screws you need to remove.

Pro Tip: We also recommend that you also take some photos to help remember where everything goes!

1.
Start with removing the handle bars from the clamps, the headlight/number plate and the top triple clamp.

2.
Once top triple clamp is removed you will need to file the small casting bumps off from around the aluminum
steering head at the front of the bike. Doing this allows the frame collar to clamp evenly around the steering

head and give a much stronger installation. (See below images)

 3.
Remove the airbox cover and the front mounting bolt from airbox.

 4.
Place the post collar over the steering head with the back mount hole under the plastic so it is bolted down

firm against the aluminum frame. Install the screw back into the front of the airbox.

5.
Now install the post pin mount to the top of the collar using the 2 counter sink screws supplied.

6.
Install the DownUnder bar mounts to the top triple clamp. The bar clamps can be reversed for a forward or

back bar position. (The main mount must be in the back triple clamp rubber mount holes.)

7.
Reinstall the top triple clamp the the bike with the steering stem and pinch bolts tightened

to factory torque settings.

Fit the steering damper unit to the handlebar bracket using the M6 screws.

 9.
Lock off the post pin with a 10mm spanner and some Loctite.

10.
Reinstall the handlebars to the bar mounts.

11.
Once you are satisfied the install is complete double check all fasteners are tight and that

the handlebars move left to right smoothly without interference.
